Conditions of Entry for Enterprise Challenge 2010 Stage Two

1. Submission of a completed entry form constitutes a team’s acceptance of these Conditions of Entry.  
2. The structure and content of a successful business plan varies according to the purpose of the plan and the needs of the business.  For Stage Two of the Challenge, you must therefore create your own business plan.   The plan you submit for Stage Two must not be more than 10 pages, excluding appendices.  Your business plan must be based on an original idea of the Entrants.   By submitting an entry, Entrants attest to their right to present the business plan and the ideas in it as their own and to their originality.   

3. Information and advice on the structure and content of a business plan can be obtained from the Challenge Team at Portsmouth Centre for Enterprise and from our website at http://www.port.ac.uk/enterprise

4. Stage Two of Enterprise Challenge 2010 is open to all students registered at the University of Portsmouth, whether undergraduate or postgraduate, full time or part time.  It is not necessary to have entered Stage One of the Challenge in order to enter Stage Two.  Stage Two is divided into 3 classes and a Business Plan may be entered for one class only:

a. Arts based enterprise
b. Technology based enterprise
c. Service based enterprise
5. Protection of your Intellectual Property Rights (IPR)

You must take care to keep your ideas confidential and all business plans will be treated in the strictest confidence by the Challenge Team, Mentors and Judges, who will all be required to sign a confidentiality agreement in relation to Stage Two entries.  Students should be aware that any ideas developed as part of their course of study will have implications as to the ownership of the intellectual property.  Please see Circular 38/B10 ‘Intellectual Property Protection and Exploitation’ for the University’s policy on IPR.

6. Help with Your Entry

The Challenge Team is available to assist you to identify students with complementary skills to join your team, find you a mentor and answer your queries.

7. Teams entering Stage Two

There are no restrictions on the number of people in a team.   A team may consist of the Lead Entrant only, or Lead Entrant with other Entrants and / or Team Members – for definitions see sections 8 and 9 below.

8. Lead Entrants and Entrants

The Lead Entrant is the student who has originated the Idea.   In order to develop the idea, he/she may seek a team of Entrants with complementary skills and interests to create the business plan.   Lead Entrants must be registered University of Portsmouth students at 1st April 2010.  They will all be expected to take part in the Stage Two judging process, unless granted special exemption.

9. Team Members

You may include other people in your team as well as students - family and friends, for example.   These people are Team Members, add value to your management team, but are not Entrants in Enterprise Challenge 2010 and are not eligible to take part in the Stage Two judging process.

(Please note:  Any mentor assigned to your team does not form part of the team).

10. How to Enter Stage Two

Submit a business plan and Stage Two Entry Form by 12 noon on Thursday, 22nd April 2010.  The Challenge Team reserves the right to alter the deadline for entries and date for judging at their discretion.  Any changes to deadlines will be posted on the Challenge website at http://www.port.ac.uk/enterprise.  
Four hard copies of your Business Plan, one electronic copy of the Business Plan, plus one hard copy Executive Summary (1 or 2 sides) and one electronic copy of the Executive Summary together with one entry form should be handed in to The Challenge Administrator, PORTSMOUTH CENTRE FOR ENTERPRISE, Room 9.19, Mercantile House, Hampshire Terrace, Portsmouth.  The Lead Entrant should ensure that the entry form is signed by all entrants and team members with these terms and conditions attached. 

11. Judging

All entrants will be given a display stand in Action Stations on Thursday, 27th May 2010.  All Entrants, but not Team Members, will be required to attend unless specifically exempted.  The judges responsible for each category will visit display stands to question entrants on their display as well as on their business plan. In addition, all entrants are required to do a 2 minute pitch to the judges in the auditorium on Thursday 

27th May 2010.  The date and time will be notified after the closing date.

12. Presentation of Awards

The presentation of awards will take place at the end of judging on Thursday, 27th May 2010.   First Prize in each of the categories will be £2000.  In each category there will be a runner-up prize of £750.   The Challenge Team reserves the right to change the amount of prize money and the right not to award any prize is reserved.  Prize winning Lead Entrants should contact the Challenge Administrator at the Portsmouth Centre for Enterprise, Room 9.19 Mercantile House, Hampshire Terrace, Portsmouth PO1 2EG within 2 months of 1st June 2010 in order to claim their prize.  If a winning lead entrant does not claim their prize within that period, the prize money shall not be payable and shall remain with us to use for other prizes at our discretion.   Cash prizes will be a cheque made payable either to a registered company or to the Lead Entrant.  We are not responsible for making separate payments to entrants or other team members.  It is for the members of the team to determine how the prize money will be split.

13. Publicity

Each entrant and team member agrees that if their entry receives a prize, their name, photo and ‘public summary’ may be used in the press and other media to promote the Challenge.

14. The Challenge Team reserves the right to accept entries that do not comply in full with these regulations and to vary, delete or add to these rules at any time.
