Dr David Arrell, Pro Vice-Chancellor, University of Portsmouth

David is a mathematician by training, having studied in the Universities of St Andrews and Oxford.  He first joined the University of Portsmouth in 1993 as its first International Director.  Subsequently he spent over seven years as Dean of the Faculty of Technology before joining the University’s Directorate as a Pro Vice-Chancellor in 2003.  

David’s role in the University is two-fold.  One is in managing all aspects of Human Resources including workforce well-being and health and safety.  The other is in promoting the transfer of knowledge and skills to the regional economy – working closely here with the South East of England Development Agency, the defence industries and armed forces and Portsmouth City Council.  An example of the support for advanced manufacturing given by the University is its work in design and rapid prototyping developed by the Regional Centre for Manufacturing Industry.

David plays a lead role in the University’s liaison with various regional agencies involved in economic development and inward investment to support regeneration and social inclusion.  This involves promoting enterprise, entrepreneurship and leadership within the staff and student body of the University. This has also led to a successful international programme of CPD for middle managers with collaborations in Denmark, India and China.

Earlier in his career he was a Director at the UK transport consultancy Wootton Jeffreys after starting his career with the Greater London Council and moving on to W S Atkins.  He originally trained as a Civil Engineer, but soon found greater challenges in the transportation field.

He started by being part of the team that produced Version 1 of the US National ITS Architecture in 1996 and then moved on to the European ITS Architectures.  He was responsible for the creation of the first European ITS Framework Architecture published in November 2000 and then led one of the FRAME projects that continued with its development.  He is now part of the E-FRAME project that is extending what is often called the FRAME Architecture, to support development of cooperative systems.

Richard has provided consultancy services on architecture development in Europe both at national and project levels and has developed system architectures for specific clients.  These clients have been based in both the UK and other parts of Europe and have included both projects and regional ITS deployment activities.  The purpose of developing and using these architectures has always been to provide the clients with a mechanism through which they can manage the sensible and expandable integration of the systems that they need to implement ITS.

Richard has used his experiences to give a large number of presentations on the use and development of ITS architectures at many European meetings and ITS World Congresses.  He has also authored several articles on ITS architecture, either alone, or in collaboration with others.

Keith McCabe is currently the Chair of the ITS UK Carbon Working Group, Chair of Manchester IET Transport Technology Group and the Atkins ITS Carbon champion.  He has over 30 years experience in transport technology and telecommunications.  He currently working on strategies for environmental traffic controls on motorways and in urban areas.  In the past he has been responsible for the Ramp Metering and MS4 pilot projects. He has a keen interest in the arts and is currently the chair of the Angle Gallery and an advisor to the Manchester Salon.
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Stephen Hart, Innovation Platform leader for ITSS (Intelligent Transport Systems and Services) at the Technology Strategy Board, is a technical leader with an Automotive engineering background.

My  research  interests include automated plan generation, semantic technologies, information extraction, knowledge engineering, machine learning, text mining, data mining, language processing, requirements validation and formal specification.

My first experience with traffic control was to manage a research project, contracted by CAA/NATS Ltd, formalising the separation standards for Air Traffic flying over the North East Atlantic, and animating this standard so that it also acted as a conflict probe. Recently I have been studying the application of autonomic systems to ITS, and road traffic management in particular.
